hat a year it's been! Even though we
officially became a charitable 501 (c) (3)
in December of 2007, Jacob’s place was
not able to open its doors to receive cli-
ents until March of 2008. We waded
through city inspectors, code enforce-
ment officers (for which we are grateful)
and a litany of red-tape, finally getting
the historic Ben Lightle Home up to
code, ready to take in clients our first
clients in March 2008.

The trek was interesting, sometimes
frightful and forever keeping the Board of
Directors on the edge of their seats.

Just when things seemed bleak, when
there was a financial crisis or something
needed to be fixed or altered around the
house, God came through and we give
Him thanks and praise.

Despite our struggles, Jacob’s Place has
managed to keep its doors open and has
served
fifteen
families —
20 adults
and 29
children.
We have
referred
91 fami-
lies to a variety of services in the com-
munity and have taken 114 service calls.

Throughout the year we held a variety of
fundraisers. We were able to meet and
greet folks at Searcy’s “Get Down Down-
town,” the Klassic Kar Show, the White
County Fair and Praise Fest just to
name a few.

In the month of May, with the assistance
of the FBLA club from White County Cen-
tral High School, we successfully floated
290 Little Rubber Duckies down the sce-
nic White River. We also held a couple
of yard sales that were a huge success.
Thanks a bunch to St. Paul's United
Methodist Church for their assistance.

Finally, in October we held our First An-
nual “Bike and Shine” motorcycle show.
This event, spearheaded by Board mem-
ber Greg Mitsunaga, proved to be some-
thing we want to continue for years to
come. Bikers came from near and far to
show their rides.

We continue to have ongoing needs, the
greatest being financial. The staff and
Board of Directors are extremely grateful
to those who give on a regular basis.
Without your benevolent assistance, the
doors of Jacob's Place may not be open
today. Individuals, organizations and
churches have all been a tremendous
and treasured blessing.

In the coming year we ask you continue
your support and encourage others to
assist in lending aid to the homeless in
White County as well.

More than anything, we covet your
prayers. We know that only God can
sustain this work and we lay it all in His
hands.
